   On September 3 and 4, Paula Kluth 
will present workshops to parents, 
educators, and professionals on the 
importance of inclusion and the key 
elements necessary to building more 
inclusive classrooms. 

   Popular and humorous, Kluth will 
present ò ôWe Thought Youõd Never 
Askõ: Voices from the Spectrumó to 
parents and educators on Thursday, 
September 3, at Reservoir High School 
(7:00 p.m.) Kluth will discuss the gap 
between the dominant discourse in 
autism and the stories of people on the 
spectrum themselves. She will share 
excerpts from her documentary film 

on the voices of people with autism 
and discuss what the messages from 
people with autism and Aspergers 
mean for our lives at home, daily 
work in schools, and communities.  

   Kluthõs presentation on Friday, 
September 4, will be exclusively for 
educators. HCAS worked with the 
Howard County Public School     
System to coordinate Kluthõs presen-
tation to special educators and para-
professionals at a professional devel-
opment workshop titled òA Land We 
Can Share: Access to the Literate 
Community for All.ó She will explore 
how many learners have been ex-
cluded from literary experiences that 
are inclusive, rich, and challenging. 
Participants will also learn strategies 
for including and supporting stu-
dents with disabilities in reading, 
writing, speaking, and listening     
activities. Ideas for enhancing skills 
in comprehension, fluency, and   
vocabulary will be highlighted. 

    Well-known as an amazing 
speaker and for her ability to interac-
tively engage audiences, Kluth re-
turns to Howard County to much 
excitement. Her 2004 presentation  

ò ôYouõre Gonna Love This Kidõ: 
Teaching Students with Autism in 
Inclusive Classroomsó was widely 
attended and hailed by parents and 
educators alike. 

   Dr. Kluth is a former special edu-
cator who has served as a classroom 
teacher, consulting teacher, and in-
clusion facilitator. Kluthõs research 
and interests include differentiating 
instruction and supporting students 
with autism and significant disabili-
ties in inclusive classrooms. She 
works with teachers in K-12 schools,  

preschools, and early intervention  

programs. She also regularly works 
with disability-rights and advocacy 
groups, as well as family organizations.  

   Kluth is the author or coauthor of 
several books including: òYouõre Gonna 
Love This Kidó: Teaching Students with 
Autism in the Inclusive Classroom; òJust 
Give Him the Whale!ó: 20 Ways to Use 
Fascinations, Areas of Expertise, and 
Strengths to Support Students with Autism; 
òA Land We Can Shareó: Teaching     
Literacy to Students with Autism; Joyful 
Learning; òYouõre Welcome:ó 30 Innovative 
Ideas for the Inclusive Classroom; and Access 
to Academics.
